The organization that drafts and finalizes the TEL Group’s policies regarding environmental 
management activities and drafts, deliberates on, and approves targets and action plans is the TEL 
Group Environmental Committee, chaired by the board member in charge of environmental issues. 
The Environmental Committee addresses and resolves company-wide issues. The Environmental 
Management Committee, headed by the Environmental Committee Chairperson and Environmental 
Management Representative, promotes environmental preservation activities at each plant in 
cooperation with top management. As of October 2001, the TEL Group Environmental Committee 
and the Plant/Field Engineering(FE) Safety Committee will merge to form the Environmental Health 
and Safety Committee, which will continue the job of promoting environmental preservation 
activities throughout the TEL Group
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
